Our Parish Scholarships 

Once again we are accepting applications for the parish scholarships for St. Anne-Pacelli Catholic School. 

Each scholarship ranges between $800 and $1000 per child depending on the grade level.  There are just two 

requirements to receive a parish scholarship. Families who apply must be registered members of St. Anne 

Catholic Church and they must also have contributed $520 annually or $10 a week over the last calendar year.

Some Projects for the New Year 

We are currently working on the following projects. We installed a �reproof enclosure for a kiln in the lower 

school Art Room. They are replacing or have replaced the �oor in the new science lab, as it was installed 

incorrectly. We are investigating the serious water problem that we have in the back of Visitation Hall. Planning 

is proceeding on the Early Childhood Development Center which will be on Trinity Drive where the current 

playground is located. We have decided not to proceed with the metal �ooring and access ladder in the bell 

tower to allow for safer access for the repair men. The cost was over $11,000 and we determined it is more 

economical to rent a lift for the once a year servicing of our bell system.  We have a few more projects we are 

considering, but I can’t make them public until I am sure that the Capital Campaign has the resources to cover 

them.
